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ECHO VALLEY SPEEDWAY

NOTE:  The rules and regulations in this book are for the 2007 Racing Season.  Echo Valley Speedway Officials may make interpretation of or amendments to, these rules and regulations, however, at any time.  The rules and regulations set forth herein are designed to provide for the orderly conduct of racing events and establish minimum acceptable requirements for such events.  These rules and regulations shall govern the condition of all events, and by participating in these events, all licensees are deemed to have complied with these rules and regulations.  No express or implied warranty of safety shall result from publications of, or compliance with, these rules and regulations.  They are intended as a guide for the conduct of the sport and are in no way a guarantee against injury or death to participants.

ANY CAR not meeting the minimum standards will not be allowed to compete.  Rules may be modified at the discretion of Echo Valley Speedway Officials.  Drivers will be notified of any changes made in rules that will benefit the racing industry.  Echo Valley Speedway Officials will decide any items not covered.  Their decision is final.

GENERAL TRACK REGULATIONS

1. ALL DRIVERS (with the exception of Cruisers and Flyers) MUST BE USRA REGISTERED TO COMPETE, WHETHER COMPETING FOR NATIONAL POINTS OR NOT.

2. WAIVERS –  All drivers, pit members, and all other persons must sign a waiver form before being allowed in pit area.  Anyone under 18 years of age must have a signed and notarized consent form from BOTH of his or her parents or guardians, which must be in addition to the signed waiver.  Under no circumstances will anyone under age of 14 years be allowed in pit area.  Pit Pass MUST be made available upon demand at any time.  Anyone that has not signed a waiver and is without proper pit pass will be removed from the facility.  Should it be determined that a driver, or crew knowingly allowed persons into pit area without signing waiver and receiving a pit pass, the car will be disqualified for the evening, and driver and crew will be removed from the facility.  Any entry fees paid will be forfeited to the speedway.

3. PIT LICENSE holder must show pit license card each week at pit gate.  Drivers must show pit license to receive pay off.

4. SIGNING the waiver form will be considered evidence that the entrant has read and understands the contest rules, regulations, program and pay off, and agrees to compete accordingly.  No person will be allowed to sign any forms for another person.
5. PAYOUT will be in the pit shack following each feature race.  Pit shack will be open 1 Hour after the completion of the final feature of the night with checks available until then.  No checks will be mailed out.

6. CONDUCT not becoming a gentleman or lady, lack of cooperation with track officials, violations of contest rules or attempt to influence a competitor to violate contest rules will mean forfeiture of prize moneys and points earned and/or suspension.  All drivers and car owners are responsible to see that their crew and families are familiar with the rules and regulations of Echo Valley Speedway.

7. DRIVERS WILL BE the person responsible for the actions of their crew and/or family.  The drivers shall be the sole spokesmen for the crew and owner in any and all matters pertaining to the program and only the driver shall take part in any arbitration with officials in charge.  Please advise your family & friends of this

8. NO DRIVER, CAR OWNER, CREW MEMBER, OR FAMILY MEMBER shall have claim for damages, expenses or otherwise against Echo Valley Speedway and its management by reason of disqualification, or damage to, either car or driver or both.  Car owner, driver and crew agree that the track is in safe condition if they take part in any racing activity.

9. ECHO VALLEY SPEEDWAY reserves the right to subject any car to a mechanical inspection at any time.  The speedway further reserves the right to disqualify any member from competition or any car from competition.

10. IT WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE DRIVER AND CREW to tear down a car for inspection when requested to do so by officials.  Failure to do so will result in disqualification and forfeiture of prize moneys and points earned to date, and possible suspension.

11. ANY CAR TAKEN from the premises without first clearing with officials in charge will subject car and driver to disqualification and forfeiture of prize money and points earned to date.

12. ALL DRIVERS, CAR OWNERS, CREW AND FAMILIES assume full responsibility for any and all injuries sustained including death and property damage, at any time they are on the speedway property, en route thereto and therefrom.

13. ONLY ONE TOW VEHICLE per car will be allowed in pit area.  Once car enters pit area it cannot leave and return again that evening.

14. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF ALL DRIVERS to bring to the attention to an official any unsafe equipment or practices used by any rules infraction of any car or driver.

15. ALL DRIVERS & CAR OWNERS must provide Echo Valley Speedway with their Social Security number for income tax purposes.  IRS tax form 1099 will be issued to drivers or car owners who earn more than $600 in purse winnings at the end of the racing season.

16. ALL DRIVERS MUST BE AT LEAST 14 YEARS OF AGE (Anyone driving under the age of 16 years old must be approved by track officials).  Drivers under the age of 18 years must have a signed and notarized parental consent form signed by BOTH parents or guardians, and said form must be in possession of Echo Valley Speedway Officials before participation is allowed.  Participants may be required to undergo a physical examination before being allowed to compete( this rule is pending insurance requirements).
17. INSURANCE FOR ECHO VALLEY SPEEDWAY is provided by Allied Specialty Insurance, Treasure Island, FL.  Medical coverage is “excess coverage”, meaning the injured person’s own insurance is primarily responsible for coverage.  Any medical expenses (up to a certain limit set by Echo Valley Speedway) not covered by the injured person’s is submitted to the speedway’s insurance carrier for payment.  Any persons injured must fill out an accident report and provide Echo Valley Speedway with all information needed to provide coverage of any claims.  In order for speedway insurance coverage to be considered all injuries must be reported the same day as they were incurred.  Any injuries suffered at the speedway that are not reported the same day they occurred to Echo Valley Speedway Officials will disqualify that person’s claim for insurance benefits.

18. ANY PERSONS RECENTLY INJURED in any type of accident that requires medical attention must provide Echo Valley Speedway with a waiver to compete signed by the person’s doctor, before the person can compete at the speedway.

19. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES allowed in the pit area.  Drinking of alcoholic beverages by driver and crew on the racing premises prior to or during any race program is forbidden.  Any persons who shows evidence of consumption of alcoholic beverages will be removed from the premises and will be subject to a fine and/or suspension.

20. USE OF ILLEGAL DRUGS at any time will be cause for immediate suspension and fine.

21. ANY OFFICIAL may use their discretion in determining whether a person is under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.

22. ALL PARTICIPANTS (DRIVER, CREW & FAMILIES) are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner at all times.  The driver is ultimately responsible for the actions of himself, crew and families.

23. EIRI (EXCEPT IN RARE INSTANCES) Echo Valley Speedway Officials will decide any items not covered by the rules and regulations.  Decisions of these officials are final and binding without exception.

ELECTRONIC/TRANSMITTING DEVICES

1. NO TRANSMITTING OR LISTENING DEVICES in any car in any class competing at Echo Valley Speedway.

2. NO ELECTRONIC MONITORING computer devices capable of storing or transmitting information with exception of tachometer.

3. NO DIGITAL GAUGES.

4. NO ADJUSTABLE ignition control boxes.

PROTESTS AND PENALTIES

1. DRIVERS ONLY will be allowed to make protest.  To be eligible to do so drivers must have competed in the race in their class.
2. ALL PROTESTS must be in writing and be filed within one-half hour after the feature race of the specific class involved.  A $50 fee is required with all protests.  Protest must be specific in charges and alleged violations committed.  In the case of protest of rules violations, the driver protesting is also subject to inspection.

3. ALL COSTS AND EXPENSES incurred during protest shall be assessed against the party whom the decision is rendered.

4. NO PROTEST will be allowed after prize money has been paid.

5. AUTOMATIC PENALTIES as follows:

· Rowdyism, fighting or demonstrating ---

· 1st violation – minimum $100 fine/suspension for the year

· 2nd violation – permanent suspension

· Foul driving ---

· 1st violation – disqualification from evenings event, forfeiture of points, entry fees and prize money earned for that event

· 2nd violation – fine of $100 plus same penalty as 1st violation, plus suspension

· Rules violation ---

· Same as “Foul Driving”

· Repeated violations ---

· Permanent suspension

· Assault of track officials ---

· Permanent suspension and charges by law enforcement officials

SAFETY

1. ALL CARS must have an approved type of five-point safety seat belt and shoulder harness equipped with a quick release buckle.  Both ends of seat belt must be fastened to the frame of the car with aircraft quality bolts not less than .375 diameter.  A steel plate must be welded to the frame on the right side of driver so belt will be brought down in such a manner that it will prevent driver from sliding from side to side under the belt.  All seat belts must be installed at a 45-degree angel to driver’s hips.  Shoulder harnesses coming from behind the driver must go over both shoulders so that driver will be held securely in the seat.  Seat belts and shoulder harness recommended not being more than one year old.  Shoulder harness must be mounted securely to roll cage.

2. ALL CLASSES, DRIVER’S EQUIPMENT – SNELL SA95 OR BETTER approved type racing helmets are to be used.  No miner’s, football, motorcycle or plastic helmets (Expiration dates will be inspected on seat belts and helmets, if outdated they will need to be replaced).  Helmet must be worn at all times car is on speedway, and must be with car at time of inspection.  SFI approved full fire suit, fire gloves and neck brace, flame retardant in nature, required by all drivers.  Fire retardant shoes highly recommended.  All cars must have full size driver’s window net, or driver arm restraints.  Window net to be mounted so latch is at top of window.  ALL DRIVERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO HAVE A FIRE SAFETY SUIT AND GLOVES.  

3. EACH PIT CREW shall have in its possession in the pit area during the racing program, a fire extinguisher (BC Type, no water sprayers) with minimum capacity of 5 pounds, which is in working order.

4. OFFICIALS & EMERGENCY CREW ONLY allowed on track during racing program.

5. DRIVER is to remain belted in car if car is disabled on or near track.
6. ALL CARS must have fire extinguisher (BC Type, no water sprayers) within reach of the driver with approved bracket (NO TAPE, ETC.).  Kill switch required within easy reach of driver.  Switch must be clearly marked “OFF” AND “ON”.

7. NO CAR testing or tune up laps unless Flagman is in place.

8. NO EVENTS shall run unless EMTs are on the premises.

9. NO NITRO or other liquid oxygen type fuels of a highly volatile nature shall be used or added to the regular fuel supply.

10. ALL CARS will be subject to safety inspection at any time by officials.

11. A CAR INVOLVED in an accident must be safety checked by Technical Director before it will be allowed to compete again on the same evening.

12. DRIVESHAFT LOOP REQUIRED IN ALL CLASSES.  Must be 360-degree loop, constructed of at least .25 inch in 2 inch steel.  Must be mounted 6” back from front of drive shaft.  Drive shaft must be painted white.

13. STEEL DOOR PLATES, 18 gauge or .049-inch minimum thickness metal, must be securely welded to outside of door bars on driver’s side (both sides for Cruisers).  Plate must cover the area from the top door bar to the rocker panel and from the rear down post to five inches in front of the seat.  Must be visible for inspection.

14. ALL CARS MUST HAVE FRONT AND REAR TOW HOOKS or CHAINS.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!!
RACE PROCEDURES, LINEUPS

1. ALL DRIVERS (with the exception of Cruisers and Flyers) MUST BE USRA REGISTERED TO COMPETE, WHETHER COMPETING FOR NATIONAL POINTS OR NOT.

2. DRAW / REDRAW, all drivers draw for Heats.  Qualifiers redraw for starting positions in feature.

3. B-MAINS are lined up straight up with highest finishing non-qualifiers to front.

4. MID-SEASON CHAMPIONSHIP TBA
5. SEASON CHAMPIONSHIP TBA
6. CAR REGISTRATION cut-off time is 15 minutes prior to posted time for hot laps.  Any car missing the cut-off time will start in the rear of the qualifying race.  First race is immediately after hot laps.

7. ANY ONE CAR may participate in only one class per night.

8. NO CHANGING OF DRIVERS once the program has started.

9. IF A DRIVER REGISTERS AN ALTERNATE CAR AT THE TIME OF SIGN IN to compete, it must be brought to the attention of the Head Scorer.  The car must have the driver’s usual number applied on it.  The car that is substituted must meet the rules of the class it is competing in.  The car you register and compete with in the heat races must be the car that is used in the feature.  ALL SUBSTITUTE CARS MUST BE OF THE SAME CLASS. NO SUBSTITUTE DRIVER AND SUBSTITUTE CAR.   

10. Points stay with the registered car number for original owner, owner points do not follow with sale of car.

11. ANY DRIVER not ready to compete when called for his heat race cannot compete in any other heats, but must run the semi feature, or could be left out of the balance of the program.

12. WHEN THERE IS A RED LIGHT ALL CARS WILL STOP IMMEDIATELY AND NOT PROCEED UNTIL GIVEN A YELLOW (IN OTHER WORDS YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO GO TO THE PITS UNDER RED).  IF YOU DO SO YOU WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY DISQUALIFIED.  

13. CARS ENTERING THE TRACK on the parade lap will start at the rear of the field, regardless of their original starting position.

14. WHEN A RACE IS STOPPED, including the 1st lap, cars shall be lined up in the order in which they were running at the completion of the last full lap before the race was stopped.  Penalized car(s) will go the rear of the pack.

15. IF A CAR CAUSES a race stoppage twice in the same race, that car will be disqualified from that race.

16. ANY CAR BEING LAPPED consistently by the field may be black-flagged at the Flagman’s discretion.

17. A RACE MAY BE STOPPED at the discretion of the Flagman or Track Officials at any time it is deemed dangerous to continue.

18. NO CAR SHALL RECEIVE ASSISTANCE after the white flag is displayed and all finishes must be made under the car’s own power or momentum.

19. A DEAD HEAT may or may not be re-run at the discretion of the Head Scorer.  If the dead heat is not re-run the prize money and point for both positions under contention shall be divided equally by participants.

20. NO PERSON IS ALLOWED on the track during a race except Echo Valley Speedway Officials.  Driver will be disqualified from a race if his crew or other parties associated with his care are on the racing surface at any time during the race.

21. PENALTY FOR HITTING CONE OR PASSING ON RESTART will be two positions, either at next restart in the same race, or in final results of the race.  Starts will be nose to bumper.

22. IF A DRIVER DEMONSTRATES that he cannot safely start a race from his qualified position, the driver will be, for the safety of the other drivers, placed in the rear of the field for that race, or disqualified from the race.  This will be left to the discretion of the Echo Valley Speedway Officials.

23. NO SUBSTITUTE DRIVERS ALLOWED -  EXCEPT FOR THE CRUISER AND FLYER CLASS and must register at time of registration and must remain the driver for the entire evening’s event.  
24. NO CLAIMING WILL BE ALLOWED ON MIDSEASON OR CHAMPIONSHIP NIGHTS OF RACING. 

25. POINTS ARE AWARDED on feature finishes.  Speedway points are awarded to the driver.

26. SHOULD A DRIVER QUALIFY for a feature and is not able to make the field for at least one lap of the feature due to mechanical or other reasons, the driver will score tow money & DNS points 15 points.

27. WEEKLY POINT “A” FEATURE win is worth 50 points pts for the Flyers and Cruisers.  Each subsequent finish position is awarded 1 point less, with 24th position being 27 points.  For all other classes please see USRA.
28. WEEKLY POINT “B” FEATURE will award to the first non-qualifier 26 points.  Each subsequent finish position is awarded 1 point less with a minimum of 15 points awarded.

29. ANY DRIVER NOT QUALIFYING for a feature event will receive 15 points. Must run heat race.

CLAIMS & CLAIMING, PROCEDURES & PENALTIES

ALL CLASSES

TOP FIVE FINISHERS in feature race are eligible to be claimed by any other driver finishing fifth on back in the feature that has not been lapped by the fourth place finisher.  The top four must report directly to claim area, in the infield.  Failure to do so will result in same penalty as motor claim refusal.

DRIVERS ARE ALLOWED to claim only once per racing event, regardless of the outcome of the claim.  In the case of multiple claims, claim is awarded to driver finishing further back in feature.

DRIVER MAKING CLAIM MUST HAVE RACED AT LEAST 50% OF THE SEASONS RACES IN ORDER TO QUALIFY TO MAKE A CLAIM.  He must drive his vehicle immediately after finish of the race directly to the claiming area, STEP OUT OF CAR AND STAND NEXT TO THEIR CAR, THIS WILL ALERT OFFICIALS THAT A CLAIM IS BEING MADE.  Only Echo Valley Speedway Officials allowed in this area.

CLAIMS MUST BE MADE in cash to official immediately after feature race and the claimed article must be removed within one hour from time claim is made and driver agrees to claim.  Pit license must accompany claim.

ONLY THE DRIVER of a car may claim and only the driver of a car may agree or refuse the claim.  First sell or no sell by driver being claimed is binding.

PROMOTER MAY CLAIM any driver finishing in the top ten immediately following the feature.  Driver claim takes precedence over promoter claim.

REFUSAL OF ANY CLAIM to sell forfeits all winnings and trophies earned for the race, plus all track points to date.  Driver refusing claim also loses right to claim for 12 calendar months from date of refusal.  Driver refusing claim will also be imposed a fine of $500, which must be paid before driver is allowed to compete again.  For the Cruisers, Flyers, Hornets and Pure Stock any person refusing a claim will forfeit prize money and trophy for the night and lose all points for the season.  Person cannot compete again in their class until paying a $125 cash fine on first refusal.  Second refusal will result in a one-race suspension for the driver and payment of a $200 cash fine.  Any additional refusals will result in driver being suspended from the Class for the remainder of the racing season.

ALL MONEYS RECEIVED from fines and penalties will be added to the respective class track point fund.

CLAIM IS NOT IN EFFECT on opening night for all drivers and a driver must have been at track on opening night to be eligible to claim the second night.  Following this, no driver may claim unless driver has competed at Echo Valley Speedway 50% of points race dates.

NO DRIVER MAY CLAIM any other one driver more than once during the racing season.

A DISQUALIFICATION does not affect a legal claim.  The claimed part will be transferred prior to any penalties being assessed.

ONCE A CLAIM HAS BEEN MADE AND ACCEPTED, the motor of the claimed car and the claimers car will not be started.  Both cars will be pushed to an area where removal will take place.  All claimed parts must be removed at the track.  Engines must be examined before removal; once removal is started, sales is final.  Echo Valley Speedway Official must be present during motor removal.

THE CYLINDER BLOCK may not be altered in such a way as to prevent it from being used in a stock application.  Stock OEM parts must be able to immediately be used in their stock location.  Any sabotage discovered will result in same penalty as refusal of claim.  Drivers will be held accountable for any sabotage discovered.  The claim will be disallowed and money returned to claimer.

NO DRIVER MAY CLAIM more than four motors during the current season.

UNSPORTMANLIKE CONDUCT by Driver, Pit Crew or Families, during the claiming procedure, or during the removal of claimed parts, will result in an immediate $150 fine.

SPECIFIC CLASS CLAIMS

CRUISER & FLYERS 
1. MOTOR CLAIM is $800, plus exchange or $1600 outright, $25 to each wrecker.  Promoter claim is $1600, $25 to wrecker.

2. CLAIM DOES NOT INCLUDE: 

· Flywheel, clutch, pressure plate, bellhousing, exhaust manifold, carburetor, starter, motor mounts, sending units, switches for gauges, fan and pulleys, clutch ball, clutch arm, throw out bearing, dip stick, water pump, fuel pump, distributor, plug wires, water outlet and restrictor, valve cover breathers.  NOTE:  Spark plugs stay with claimed motor and must not be removed during claim.

ALL OTHER CLASSES
1. See USRA Rules
