Echo Valley Speedway


WEST UNION ‑ Doug Jaster completed a pass for the lead on the final lap and picked up his first feature victory of the season Saturday in USRA Hobby Stock action at the Echo Valley Speedway.


Other feature winners included Tory Reicks, Curtis Engen, Doug Cahoon, Mark Schulte, Ben Moudry and the two-driver team of Brad and Rick Bolsinger.


Jaster started 10th in the 12-car hobby stock field and needed most of the 12-lap feature to move to the front. Points leader Derek Dettman started from the outside pole and led the first 10 laps as Jaster moved up. The Strawberry Point hot shoe was fourth by the end of the sixth lap and made a strong move into second place in turns three and four. He closed the deficit on Dettman and pulled side-by-side as the drivers took the white flag. Jaster pulled into the lead with a high side move in turns one and two and took the victory by less than a car length. Justin Bolsinger, Jeff Fels and Justin Hanson rounded out the top five.


Cahoon made the most of a fill-in assignment in the 41k Flyer normally driven by Jeremy Kottman. He started on the pole and led all 10 laps despite constant pressure from John Schroeder. Schroeder held on for second place with Tony McGuire, Adam Ewing and Nate Becker rounding out the top five.


Reicks picked up the USRA Stock Car feature win with a dominant effort. The driver from Waucoma started on the outside pole and quickly checked out on the field. Greg Mitchell was Reicks' closest pursuer through most of the 20-lap event, though Reicks stretched out his lead late in the race. Mitchell came home second with Arlen Hoy, Tom Schmitt and Lynn Panos rounding out the top five.


Engen picked up his second straight B-Modified victory in a 15-lap caution-free feature. Engen started outside the second row and powered into second place in turns one and two after the drop of the green flag. He edged ahead of pole sitter Raymond Lundry by the end of the first lap and pulled away after that. Engen led by more than a straightaway by the end as Lundry was left to battle Matt Cahoon for second place. Lundry held on for the spot with Cahoon, Todd Ihde and Tim Heins rounding out the top five.


Schulte led flag-to-flag in the USRA Modified feature, though the win was anything but easy. The Delhi native started in the second row and worked to the point by the completion of lap one. Looming close behind Schulte was Volga's Justin O'Brien, who never trailed by more than a car length. O'Brien pulled next to Schulte on the final lap but could not find the bite to finish the move. Chad Lerch, Mike Darnall and Darrin Walch rounded out the top five.


Moudry held off a hard-charging Tim Helle for his third USRA Outlaw Hobby Stock feature victory of the season. Moudry started from the second row and moved past Brian Kruse for the lead on lap four. Helle, meanwhile, started sixth and patiently worked through the field. He was fourth after lap four and did not did not take second until the 11th of 15 laps. By that time Moudry held a five car-length advantage that Helle quickly cut into. Helle was on Moudry's bumper as the white flag flew and pulled alongside in turns three and four. They crossed the finish line side-by-side with Moudry winning by a fender. Kruse, Carl Colsch and Kevin Campbell rounded out the top five.


Brad and Rick Bolsinger won their second straight Cruiser feature and third of the season. They started in the front row but did not take the lead until lap four. From there they pulled away from early leaders Dennis and Jeff Bolsinger to pick up the win.


Racing returns to Echo Valley Speedway each Saturday through the first weekend of September. Hot laps are scheduled for 5:30 p.m. with racing at 6 p.m.
