
WEST UNION - Season championships were up for grabs in all seven classes Saturday night as Echo Valley Speedway hosted its final points races of the season. Races started in straight-up points order and when all was said and done, points champions grabbed feature victories in four of the seven classes.


Curtis Engen's USRA B-Modified dominance continued with his 10th victory. The Minoan driver started with the points championship all but wrapped up, and he led all 15 laps to completely wrap it up. He led by as many as three seconds on two occasions before yellow flags bunched up the field. On each restart he pulled away again, beating Tim Heins to the checkered flag. Koal Deering, Matt Cahoon and Joshua Wedo rounded out the top five.


Another hot driver late in the season has been Mark Schulte, who picked up his fourth straight win Saturday, clinching the points championship in the process. Like Engen, Schulte started on the pole and was the class of the field, leading all 20 laps in a feature that went caution free. His final victory margin over second-place Mike Darnall was more than two seconds. Darrin Walch, Kevin Pittman and Layne Meyer rounded out the top five.


Brad and Rick Bolsinger wrapped up the cruiser season championship with a flag to flag victory in another caution free feature. The Bolsingers started on the pole and had a two car-length lead by the end of the first lap as three cars battled behind them for second. They led by four seconds after seven laps and were up by more than seven seconds over David and Dan Rosburg, who rallied after starting in the back row.


Derek Dettman's first feature win since July 7 wrapped up his USRA Hobby Stock points title. He jumped ahead of Jeff Fels by two car lengths after two laps and never received a serious challenge. Doug Jaster, Justin Bolsinger and Justin Hanson rounded out the top five.


Tory Reicks had the run of the night in the USRA Stock Car feature event. Starting 11th, Reicks worked into the top three in the first six laps, when the caution flag bunched up the field. Reicks dove low on the restart to move past Adam Speicher into second place, and from there he went to work on track and national points leader Tom Schmitt, who had won eight of the last nine stock car features at Echo Valley. Reicks pulled even with Schmitt on lap 16 and completed the pass on the low side one lap later. Schmitt held on for second to clinch the track points victory while Lynn Panos, Dan Trimble and Mike Bergan rounded out the top five.


Tim Helle wrapped up a hot second half of the season with his third USRA Outlaw Hobby Stock victory in the last four weeks. Helle started behind front-row starters Ben Moudry and Kevin Campbell, but worked low on the initial lap to take the lead with a three-wide move on the front stretch. Points champion Moudry kept the pressure on Helle, but the Garnavillo hot shoe held on for the win. Moudry, Campbell, Carl Colsch and Rich Clinton rounded out the top five.


Nate Becker rallied from a second-row start to score his fourth feature win of the season. Adam Ewing started outside the front row and led the first five laps as Becker and John Schroeder battled for second. Becker completed the pass on Schroeder on lap four and needed just one additional lap on the high side to move past Ewing. Lapped traffic kept things close, as Becker held off Ewing and hard-charging Nathan Cahoon for the victory. Schroeder and Kyle McGuire rounded out the top five. Schroeder captured the points championship by 21 points over Becker.


Echo Valley Speedway hosts its final night of racing Saturday with the ninth annual Northeast Iowa Fall Nationals. Heat races are scheduled 5:30 p.m. with racing at 6 p.m.
